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PASADO SIMPLE DE LOS VERBOS REGULARES E IRREGULARES

El past simple, o pasado simple, es uno de los tiempos verbales mas importantes en la lengua inglesa
y, a diferencia del espafiol, en que los verbos en pasado tienen conjugaciones muy diferentes, en el
inglés hay verbos que conservan su forma tanto en presente como pasado, y los mas irregulares
llegan a tener solo hasta tres formas.

Los verbos en inglés se clasifican en Regulares e Irregulares. Antes de comenzar a expresar las
acciones que se realizaron en el pasado, debemos conocer la diferencia que hay entre ellos cuando
se conjugan en pasado.

Regular Verbs

Existen algunas reglas para la formacion de verbos regulares en inglés que se basan en cudles son
las Ultimas letras del verbo en infinitivo. Las dos terminaciones para la formacién del past simple
son —d o —ed y dependen de los siguiente:

Los verbos regulares en inglés crean el pasado simple y el pasado participio agregando ed a la
forma base. Por ejemplo:

Irregular Verbs

Los verbos irregulares son verbos que no siguen los patrones normales de tiempo y participio
pasado. Mientras que los verbos regulares en inglés usan la terminacidn “-ed” para las formas de
tiempo pasado y participio, los verbos irregulares cada uno tienen sus propias formas de tiempo
Unicas y participios pasados.

Hay unos 200 verbos irregulares en inglés. Podemos dividir éstos en cuatro tipos:

Para construir oraciones en pasado simple en su forma negativa se tiene que utilizar el auxiliar
do/does, el cual es el Unico que se conjuga en pasado = did. El verbo principal permanece en su

forma base. Por ejemplo:

e Afirmativa: | went to your house on my bicycle (Fui a tu casa en mi bicicleta).
e Negativa: | didn’t go to your house on my bicycle (No fui a tu casa en mi bicicleta).

e Afirmativa: They practiced their play all weekend (Ellos practicaron su obra de teatro todo

el fin de semana).

e Negativa: They didn’t practice their play all weekend (Ellos no practicaron su obra de teatro
todo el fin de semana).

En cuanto a las oraciones interrogativas, nuevamente hay que usar el auxiliar do/does. Al igual que
en la forma negativa, solo el auxiliar se conjuga en pasado, did, mientras el verbo principal se queda

en su forma base.

ADVERBIOS DE TIEMPO EN PASADO

Los adverbios de tiempo nos dicen cuando ocurrié una accidn, pero también por cuanto tiempo y
con qué frecuencia. Tienen posiciones estandar en una oracion dependiendo del adverbio de tiempo
gue se esté usando. Generalmente se colocan al final de la oracidn, pero algunos se pueden colocar
al principio para enfatizar el momento en que ocurrid la accidn.

Para expresar un tiempo pasado en inglés solemos recurrir a los siguientes términos: last, ago, since,
from, during.

e Last: se emplea para hablar de situaciones o eventos que ya han terminado y que ya no sigue
otro evento similar.

o She was the last to finish her exam | Ella fue la Ultima en terminar su examen
o | went to Cancun last summer |Fui a Cancun el verano pasado

e Ago: suele traducirse como “hace”, pero no en el contexto de “hacer cosas” sino para indicar el
tiempo que ha pasado desde que sucedié un evento:

o My birthday was a month ago | Mi cumplearios fue hace un mes
o Long time ago my grandparents lived in a farm |Hace mucho tiempo mis abuelos
vivieron en una granja

e Since: indica el momento inicial en que sucedid un evento y se traduce como “desde”

o Since | met you | can’t stop thinking about you | Desde que te conoci no he puedo
dejar de pensar en ti

o | have this car since | was in college |Tengo este auto desde que estaba en la
universidad

o For: se emplea para sefalar la duracién de un evento dentro de un periodo de tiempo.

o | studied French for 8 months | Estudié francés por 8 meses
o Foralong time | worked in sales | Por mucho tiempo trabajé en ventas
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e During: expresa que una accién ocurrié “mientras” o “durante” ocurria otra accion.

o | fell asleep during the movie | Me quedé dormido durante la pelicula
o During the Revolution, Mexico had several presidents | Durante la Revolucion,
Meéxico tuvo varios presidentes

CONECTORES DE SECUENCIA

Los adverbios de secuencia o conectores se utilizan para describir el orden en el que suceden dos o
mas acciones y nos ayudan comprender la relacién temporal entre oraciones e ideas. Los adverbios
de secuencia incluyen first, next, then y finally.

Ejemplo:
This was my routine yesterday:

First, | woke up at 5:00 AM and got dressed

Next, | had breakfast at home

Then | brushed my teeth and | went to school from 6:00 AM to 01:00 PM
After that, | came back home, | had lunch and | did my homework.
Finally, | took a shower, | had dinner and | went to bed at 09:00 PM.
